The Chancellor shall keep the Board informed of approved accrediting organizations and the status of 11 

regional and program specific accreditations. 12

The Chancellor shall ensure that the Board is involved in any accreditation process in which Board 14 

participation is required.  15

The Chancellor shall provide the Board with a written summary of any accreditation report and any actions 17 

taken or to be taken in response to recommendations in an accreditation report. 18

The colleges of the Yosemite Community College District are reviewed and accredited by the Accrediting 6 

Commission for Community and Junior Colleges (ACCJC) of the Western Association of Schools and 7 

Colleges (WASC).   8

II. Self-Study and other Reports  10

In accordance with the standards of the ACCJC, the colleges shall conduct a comprehensive self-study 12 

every seven years and host a visit by an accreditation team.  Mandatory midterm reports shall be prepared 13 

and submitted to the ACCJC in accordance with their requirements.  Other additional reports shall be 14 

submitted as required by the Commission.  15

Under processes established by ACCJC, Columbia College and Modesto Junior College each undergoes a 17 

cycle of periodic evaluation through institutional self-study and external peer review.  The heart of this 18 

cycle is conducting a comprehensive and rigorous Self-Study, during which each College appraises itself 19 

against the ACCJC’s framework of Eligibility Requirements, Commission Policies and Accreditation 20
