Consistent with federal regulations pertaining to federal financial aid eligibility, the colleges’ vice 19 

presidents of instruction, respectively, will ensure that the District complies with the United States 20 

Department of Education’s disclosure requirements for each of the District’s gainful employment 21 

programs, by disclosing federally-mandated information about the programs to prospective students.  The 22 

District shall make the required disclosures available to prospective students in promotional materials and 23 

on its website.
