Students may petition to have their academic record reviewed for academic renewal of substandard 4 

academic performance under the following conditions:  5 

 6 

A. Students must have achieved a grade point average of 15 semester units with at least a 3.0 GPA, 7 

30 semester units with at least a 2.5 GPR, or 45 semester units with at least a 2.0 GPA, and  8 

 9 

B. At least  1 year must have elapsed from the time the course work to be removed was completed.  10 

 11 

Up to 24 units of course work may be eliminated from consideration in the cumulative grade point 12 

average.  13 

 14 

Course(s) will not be considered if it was previously used to establish eligibility for transfer, graduation. 15 

When academic renewal procedures permit previously recorded substandard coursework to be 16 

disregarded in the computation of a student’s grade point average, the student’s permanent academic 17 

record should contain an accurate record of all coursework to ensure a complete academic history. 18 

 19 

Academic renewal procedures may not conflict with the District’s obligation to retain and destroy records 20 

or with the instructor’s ability to determine a student’s final grade. 21 

 22 

Academic renewal actions are irreversible.  23
